	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?  
My field experience was with a young 9th grade Hispanic student who has the English proficiency of a 4 on a scale of 6. So he understands a lot of the social English language, but not the academic. He relates well to pictures and this helps him develop working knowledge of the content that we are going over. During this experience I used internet flash cards as well as pictures to create supports to help develop vocabulary for our WWI unit. We also used internet resources to create timelines, read literature, and research people of WWI. I found out a lot about what our English language learners actually know and what they struggle with in the classroom.
